Overview

of the

System






me Administrative Office of Pennsylvania Courts, also called the
Administrative Office and the AOPC, is the administrative arm of the
Pennsylvania Supreme Court. It was established in January 1969
following the Constitutional Convention of 1967-68, which defined
the Supreme Court’s authority for supervision and administration of
all state courts.

The Court Administrator of Pennsylvania has been empowered to
carry out the Supreme Court’s administrative duties and is respon-
sible for assuring that the business of the courts is promptly and
properly disposed.

The Administrative Office conducts business from offices in Philadel-
phia and the Harrisburg area. In addition to the court administra-
tor’s office, the departments in Philadelphia include Research and
Statistics and Judicial Services. The deputy court administrator’s
office is located in Harrisburg and includes Communications/Inter-
governmental Relations and Administrative Services. Also found

in Harrisburg are the Finance, Human Resources, Judicial Educa-
tion and Judicial Security departments. Judicial Automation is in
Mechanicsburg. Legal and Judicial Programs have offices in both
Harrisburg and Philadelphia.

The Administrative Office’s supervisory, administrative and long-
range planning duties include:

- reviewing practices, procedures and efficiency at all levels of the
court system and in all related offices

- developing recommendations to the Supreme Court regarding im-
provement of the system and related offices

- representing the judicial system before legislative bodies

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- examining administrative and business methods used by offices in or related to the

- collecting statistical data

- examining the state of the dockets and making recommendations for expediting litiga-
tion

- managing fiscal affairs, including budget preparation, disbursements approval and
goods and services procurement

- overseeing the security of court facilities

- supervising all administrative matters relating to offices engaged in clerical functions
- maintaining personnel records

- conducting education programs for system personnel

- receiving and responding to comments from the public

- providing legal services to system personnel

- publishing an annual report

A Dbrief description of each unit of the AOPC and its functions follows.

Research and Statistics Department

The Administrative Office’s Research and Statistics Department collects and analyzes sta-
tistical information relevant to court operations. Data sets for civil, family and orphans’
courts as well as jury data are provided by the Commonwealth’s 67 counties while crim-
inal and dependency data are obtained from the judiciary’s automated Common Pleas
Case Management System (CPCMS).

Annual caseload data is published as the Annual Caseload Statistics of the Unified
Judicial System and is posted to the Unified Judicial System (UJS) website. In addition,
selected data are now available via interactive dashboards on the UJS website.

Another significant role of the department is to coordinate and conduct studies that help
affect policy and practice improvements to the administration of justice. Most recently,
the department studied the statewide civil case inventory and domestic relations fees.

The department also provides research support to various work groups and committees
such as the Elder Law Task Force and the Public Access Committee.

The department is also responsible for additional annual data collection cycles and re-
ports, including medical malpractice, Guardianship Act 24 of 1992 and the submission of
statewide data to the National Center for State Courts and the PA Data Center.
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Legal Department

AOPC Legal Department lawyers provide advice and counsel to the state court adminis-
trator, state court judges and personnel of the Unified Judicial System on legal, adminis-
trative and policy matters. The department includes lawyers who specialize in litigation,
transactional matters and legal matters related to Judicial Automation projects.

Litigation Counsel

Legal Department litigators represent Pennsylvania court entities, judges and state-paid
court personnel in litigation matters, predominately in federal court, often testing state
court sovereignty under the federal constitution. Cases may include civil rights and
constitutional issues, employment cases, petitions for review of governmental actions
and actions to establish the rights and duties of public officials. Litigation lawyers also
provide advice to prevent litigation whenever possible.

AOPC representation is not provided in criminal or disciplinary actions.

Judicial Automation Counsel

Judicial Automation lawyers participate in planning and implementing the statewide
Judicial Automation System and related automation programs by

- ensuring that case management systems comply with all applicable laws and legal
procedural requirements

- responding to inquiries of a legal nature pertaining to judicial automation and data-
bases

- serving as the primary point of contact for the Legal Department with other agencies,

organizations and departments that work with the AOPC to obtain information and
data from the AOPC’s various case management systems

Transactional Counsel

Transactional lawyers negotiate leases and contracts, assist in procurement matters and
review legislation affecting Pennsylvania’s judiciary.
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Judicial Services Department

The Judicial Services Department provides logistical planning, coordination, administration

and staffing for an extensive schedule of educational conferences, seminars, meetings and

court sessions for the appellate courts, the Administrative Office and affiliated groups.

Judicial Programs Department

The mission of the Judicial Programs Department is twofold: to assist court administrators,
judges and staff throughout Pennsylvania to ensure the efficient operation of Pennsylvania’s
minor and trial courts and to promote equitable access to and administration of justice.

In addition to providing support to judicial districts on issues related to their administrative
functions, the department works closely with the Supreme Court and other departments
within the AOPC to assist in implementation of policies, procedures, rule changes and re-
porting standards. This assistance includes:

- reviewing and assessing local court requests for state-level court administration person-
nel and other related human resources needs
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- collecting, analyzing and disseminating data and information regarding court opera-
tions

- establishing standards and procedures for program performance, audits and evalua-
tions

- developing and conducting training and continuing education programs for local court
staff

- analyzing the impact of legislation related to judicial operations and devising solu-
tions for implementation of new statutes and statutory changes

- administering the senior judge program, including applications for certification as
senior judges and managing requests for senior judge assistance from judicial districts

- processing requests for changes of venue/venire and handling AOPC communication
with judicial districts concerning president judge elections

- overseeing training, testing and certification of court interpreters

In 2013 the department was involved in several noteworthy endeavors as follows.

Judicial Needs Assessment

With the completion of the magisterial district court realignment, efforts in 2013 turned
to analyzing the workload of the Common Pleas Courts. The National Center for State
Courts was hired to study the courts to determine the number of judges needed for each
judicial district. Studies of this sort are also known as weighted caseload studies since
they measure not only the number of cases handled by each court, but the amount of a
judge’s time needed to perform the various tasks related to a case.

“Right sizing” the Commonwealth’s courts has been a concern for a number of years.
Having the right number of judges in each judicial district is an economic imperative and
fundamental to ensuring that Pennsylvania’s courts can continue to provide a high level
of quality service.

The methodology of the study requires each judge in the state to report for one month
the amount of time s/he spends on various cases and the various tasks s/he is perform-
ing, such as holding hearings, conducting settlement conferences or writing opinions.
That data is then combined with the case filings for each judicial district to calculate the
judicial resources necessary to handle that caseload.

The data gathering will occur in 2014, with the results available by autumn of that year.
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Office of Children and Families in the Courts

The Office of Children and Families in the Courts (OCFC) continued its mission to protect
children, promote strong families and child well-being, and provide timely permanency
through a variety of programs and initiatives. The initiatives of the OCFC have expedit-
ed placement of dependent children into permanent family settings and have led to a
34 percent reduction in the number of foster care children in Pennsylvania since 2006,
resulting in better lives for children and cost savings for the Commonwealth.

The State Roundtable, a group consisting of representatives from various counties as well
as other state and national leaders who have specific expertise in dependency matters,
establishes work groups to research and address statewide areas of concern for the
Pennsylvania dependency system. Current work groups addressing issues include

Father Engagement

- Visitation

- Educational Success and Truancy Prevention
- Psychotropic Medication

- Transitional Youth

- Dependent Children of Incarcerated Parents
- Training for Legal Representation

- Hearing Officer Education

Drug & Alcohol Abuse

The annual Pennsylvania State Roundtable Children’s Summit was held in April 2013.
Nearly 400 judges, county child welfare directors and other officials from 49 counties
met for three days to hear from international experts in child welfare and child develop-
ment. The focus of the summit was on transformative change, an essential element in
the ongoing efforts to decrease the number of children in foster care in Pennsylvania and
shorten the length of time children must wait for safe and permanent homes.

Data Dashboards

In an effort to provide more information to the courts and to the public regarding de-
pendency, interactive statistical pages known as dashboards were released in February
2013 through the Unified Judicial System website. These dashboards provide county
and statewide data to track child dependency court performance standards. Data can
be used to enhance local and statewide court practices, resulting in better outcomes for
abused/neglected children and their families.

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Problem-Solving Courts

The Judicial Programs Department continued its efforts in 2013 to assist judicial districts
in the creation, expansion and maintenance of problem-solving courts, such as drug
courts, DUI courts and mental health courts. By the end of 2013, 98 problem-solving
courts existed in 36 counties in Pennsylvania.

A problem-solving courts case management system was implemented 2013. This sys-
tem, the Problem-Solving Adult and Juvenile Court Information System, or PACJIS, will
enable problem-solving courts to manage all aspects of their cases, from intake through
treatment and graduation. It will also produce courtwide and statewide statistics on the
effectiveness of these courts.

The Supreme Court’s problem-solving court accreditation program, which assesses the
functioning of courts to ensure they are complying with core principles and best practic-
es of operation, continued in 2013. By the end of the year, nine courts in the state had
gone through the application and review process and achieved Supreme Court accredita-
tion.

Continuing Pennsylvania’s position in the national vanguard in the development and
implementation of veterans courts, Judicial Programs, with assistance from the National
Center for State Courts, embarked on an evaluation of veterans courts processes. Unlike
more established problem-solving courts such as drug and DUI, scant research exists on
what practices and procedures are most likely to produce results in these courts. This
evaluation should produce an analysis of what are the best practices.

Court Interpreters

The Judicial Programs Department’s Interpreter Certification Program in 2013 continued
its mission, as mandated by Act 172 of 2006, of ensuring that foreign language and sign
language interpreters working in the courts of the Commonwealth are certified by the
AOPC.

To become certified, interpreters must first complete a training session, then pass a two-
part written test and a three-part oral test. More information on this program can be
found on the Unified Judicial System’s website at www.pacourts.us.

As of the end of 2013, the interpreter roster had 136 certified interpreters in 11 languag-
es. Another 38 are qualified/conditional/registered interpreters in 18 languages.

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Judicial Automation Department

The AOPC's Judicial Automation Department is responsible for developing and maintain-
ing statewide case management systems and other software applications for courts and
administrative staff in the Unified Judicial System. It also provides general technology
support to the Supreme Court justices, their staffs and the administrative court staff in
Pennsylvania. It is funded by court fees rather than tax dollars.

Pennsylvania’s first statewide case management system, the Magisterial District Judge
System (MDJS), came online in 1992. The Pennsylvania Appellate Court Management
System (PACMS) and Common Pleas Criminal Case Management System (CPCMS), fol-
lowed in 2000 and 2006, respectively. The ultimate goal is to implement statewide case
and financial management systems for all levels and divisions of Pennsylvania’s Unified
Judicial System.

Statewide case management systems provide uniform administration of justice through
integration and standardization of business practices between county courts. Using a
statewide system, local court officials are able to access information about parties related
to cases anywhere in the state. The MDJS, CPCMS and PACMS are all linked, allowing
for data sharing and uniform exchange of data on cases as they move through the court
system. For example, in 2013 nearly 209,000 cases were electronically transferred from
the MDJS to the Common Pleas system, saving county court staff countless hours by
eliminating the need for redundant data entry.

In 2013 more than 12,000 individuals were direct criminal case management system
users. Another 5,400 court staff, criminal justice partners and law enforcement officials
depended on the case management system to perform their daily duties. Through direct
court system information exchanges and the Pennsylvania Justice Network (JNET), the
systems share information with more than 30 agencies.

System users, justice partners and the public have access to tens of millions of cases via
the Unified Judicial System’s Web portal at http://ujsportal.pacourts.us. In 2013 these
cases were viewed more than 57 million times, free of charge.

The statewide approach to court management also saves staff resources and equipment
costs at both the state and county levels and makes it easier to accommodate changes in
law, both statutory and rules-based.

The highlights of several important projects undertaken by this department in 2013 are
described on the following pages.

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Pennsylvania Appellate Court Case Management System (PACMS)

PACMS is an integrated case management system supporting the management of cases
within the jurisdiction of the appellate courts — Supreme, Superior and Commonwealth.
Primarily, this electronic filing system allows the approximately 500 members of the
appellate courts to fulfill their obligation to docket cases, track the party filings submitted
on each case and complete the administrative steps necessary to adjudicate cases in a
timely manner.

In 2013, 15,066 cases were docketed in the state appellate court system.

In addition to case-related functions, PACMS is utilized to track many of the adminis-
trative functions completed by the courts, including general accounting; internal as-
signment tasking and the processing of attorney bar admissions, disciplinary cases and
certificates of good standing.

PACFile

The AOPC continues to move Pennsylvania’s courts to a paperless operation by expand-
ing the use electronic filing. Known as PACFile, the judiciary’s e-filing program was

first installed in the Supreme Court in November 2012. It saves time for both filers and
court staff by allowing the electronic filing of documents with the Pennsylvania Supreme
Court. It also allows for electronic payment of filing fees using PAePay, the courts’ online
payment application.

By the end of 2013, more than 3,100 new Supreme Court docket entries had been creat-
ed through PACFile, and more than 13,000 individuals had benefited from the service by
either filing electronically with the court or viewing case documents filed electronically
by the court.

In 2013 the AOPC completed preparation to implement PACFile in the Commonwealth
Court. Judicial Automation staff continued to work with appellate court rules committees
to develop rules to authorize the e-filing of case-related documents in preparation for
expanding the system to the Superior and Commonwealth courts in 2014.

Separately, the AOPC continued working with local police departments and parking
authorities to expand the electronic filing of traffic, nontraffic and parking citations. By
the end of 2013, more than 30 local police departments and parking authorities had the
ability to electronically file these citations from municipal computer systems to the MDJS.

several years old, and upgrading it was needed to make it consistent with new tech-
nology. These upgrades will enhance the system'’s overall performance and allow it to
provide additional services in the future, such as document management and e-filing.

CPCMS produces approximately 580 forms and reports, including master account reports
that completely automate the disbursement of funds collected by the courts to the correct
entities through the Department of Revenue. The system is capable of exporting report
data to other applications such as Microsoft Excel and Access so that county court offi-
cials can customize the presentation of information as desired. In 2013 approximately
24,000 reports were run daily by county court staff.

Table 2.1 shows the moneys collected and disbursed by the CPCMS in 2013.

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CPCMS System Users and Support

As in previous years, in 2013 Judicial Automation staff held many regional training ses-
sions for both new and existing Common Pleas system users. The sessions focused on
enhancements to the system and provided advanced training in complex areas such as
accounting. Judicial Automation staff logged more than 1,096 training days.

Also in 2013 the CPCMS help desk fielded more than 51,400 calls, more than 26,400 of
which were resolved at the first level of contact.

CPCMS Dependency Case Module

Working with the Office of Children and Families in the Courts (OCFC), in 2013 Ju-

dicial Automation staff enhanced the collection information available in the

CPCMS regarding dependency cases. The dependency case data is used to generate lo-
cal and statewide statistical information based on national performance measures. This
allows court officials to assess their efficiency in handling dependency matters.

The dependency case data is available on the UJS website at www.pacourts.us, through
an interactive website dashboard. It gives judges, child care professionals and the
public a comprehensive look at the demographics of the state’s abused and neglected
children who are under court supervision. The dashboard presents statewide and coun-
ty-specific data and includes items such as child age, gender, race and length of court
supervision.

Magisterial District Judge System (MDJS)

The Magisterial District Judge System provides case management and accounting
functions to all magisterial district judges and their staffs. Approximately 3,500 users
throughout the state depend on the system to manage traffic, nontraffic, landlord/tenant,
civil and miscellaneous docket cases; private complaints (summary and court cases) and
police criminal complaints.

The system tracks cases throughout their life cycles. It also has a sophisticated event
management system that, for example, prompts court users to issue documents such as
warrants and license suspension requests when expected responses or payments do not
occur.

The MDJS also disburses all fines, costs, fees and public restitution, based on applica-
ble law. In addition, private restitution, bail, collateral and server fees are processed
through the system.

In 2013 more than 2.4 million cases were docketed in the MDIJS.

Table 2.2 on page 16 shows the moneys collected and disbursed by the MDJS in 2013.

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MDJS System Users and Support

The MDIJS training department develops
and writes all training program material for
classes and presentations. It also wrote and
maintains a comprehensive online MDJS
manual.

Nearly 3,000 individuals attended MDJS
training sessions in 2013, and Judicial Auto-
mation trainers logged more than 392 teach-
ing days.

A user help desk, available during court
working hours, fielded more than 60,000
calls or email queries in 2013.

E-Filing

Judicial Automation staff continued to work
with local courts developing e-filing services
at several levels. In 2013 Delaware County
began e-filing criminal complaints, and Berks
and Bucks counties began testing its use.

Since July 2008, more than 160,000 crimi-
nal complaints have been filed in Allegheny
County’s e-filing system, saving thousands of
hours annually in staff time once needed to
manually enter the data.

2013 MDJS Collections™

Through the MDJS money is used to collect fees,
fines, costs and restitution using numerous meth-
ods, including, but not limited to, payments made
at court offices, payment plans, online payments
(FAeFay) and collection agencies. In 2013, nearly
$250 million was collected and disbursed through
Fennsylvania’s magisterial district courts.

These collections were disbursed as follows:

The Pennsylvania State Police have been electronically filing traffic citations since 2010.
With this process no paper is filed in the courts, eliminating the need for officers to
deliver the citations to the district courts and for court staff to enter citation information
manually into the judiciary’s computer system. This system is estimated to save court

staff 77,000 hours annually.

Web Portal

The Unified Judicial System Web portal provides a host of services for the public, in-

cluding access to case information through docket sheets, court calendars and an online
payment application. Local rules of court and financial records, including judicial expen-
ditures and contracts, are also available.

The portal also provides secure services to court-related personnel and law enforcement
agencies. These include secure docket sheets and calendar schedules, disposition look-
up and warrants. Secure docket sheets, generated millions of times per month, provide

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additional information to help identify and track court cases. Disposition look-up is a
service provided to law enforcement agencies to follow a particular case as it moves
through the courts.

The Web portal also provides services for attorneys and pro se litigants. These include
PACFile, DA Link and attorney registration.

PACFile is an online application that allows attorneys and pro se litigants to electroni-
cally submit case filings and supporting documents in the Supreme Court and pay any
associated filing fees through PAePay.

DA Link is an electronic bill of information filing system used by district attorneys offic-
es. This service sends the bill of information — the formal accusation of a crime — to the
Court of Common Pleas and updates the court’s case management system.

The attorney registration application is a service provided to the Disciplinary Board of
the Supreme Court to collect annual dues. Attorneys register online and pay through the
e-pay system.

Web portal activity of note in 2013:
- more than 4.7 million docket sheets were generated per month

- approximately $5.2 million was collected on a monthly basis from PAePay. This in-
cludes payments on cases at the magisterial district courts and the Courts of Common
Pleas. E-pay has significantly increased court collections and disbursements.

- court calendar schedules were generated continually by court personnel, law enforce-
ment agencies, probation departments and many other entities

Administrative Support Application Project (ASAP)

ASAP is a software application developed in-house to support the administrative func-

tions of the appellate courts, AOPC and First Judicial District (Philadelphia). The system
includes payroll, human resources and finance modules. The ASAP team also supports

applications developed for the Board of Law Examiners (BLE).

The ASAP team also supports a system that allows financial disclosure statements from
jurists and staff to be filed online. In addition, an online payment feature allows bar
applicants to pay their bar examination fees electronically.

Sharing of Court Data

The AOPC's statewide court case management systems share critical data with 30 agen-
cies. Officials in those agencies have come to depend on this data to improve efficiency
in their daily operations. The systems, for example, provide real time information on
cases where an arrest warrant has been issued for a defendant. This capability is used
heavily by law enforcement officers to track defendants and also during routine traffic
stops. In 2013 more than 1.1 million warrants were issued in Pennsylvania.

In its role as both legislative and media liaison, the Office of Communications and Inter-
governmental Relations represents the AOPC before the state’s executive and legislative
branches of government as well as to the media.

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Administrative Services

The Office of Administrative Services is responsible for a variety of administrative-related
tasks, including procurement for the Administrative Office, issues relating to facility man-
agement, fixed asset control, disaster recovery planning, mail and messenger services,
fleet vehicle management, employee and visitor parking and oversight of the conference
center in the Pennsylvania Judicial Center.

Judicial Security

The goal of Judicial Security is to support efforts to ensure that Common Pleas and mag-
isterial district courts in Pennsylvania are safe places to work and to conduct business for
jurists and their staff, litigants, jurors, witnesses, crime victims and their families, and the
general public.

In 2013 the AOPC concluded its project to reimburse counties for the purchase of security
equipment for Common Pleas and magisterial district courts. Funds were used for se-
curity cameras, exterior lighting and access control systems. Additionally, the project to
provide reimbursement for the purchase of duress alarm systems for magisterial district
courts began. Funds are used to upgrade systems or to replace antiquated, nonfunction-
ing systems.

Also in 2013 the AOPC continued implementation of its project to provide for the elec-
tronic capture, storage and retrieval of county court records. The majority of courts were
without such a system while other courts had insufficient capacity to handle this pro-
cess. Full implementation of this project will enable courts to carry on essential court
functions during and in the immediate aftermath of a natural or man-made disaster.

In the fall the ninth round of regional workshops was conducted for all local court secu-
rity committees throughout the Commonwealth. These committees, comprised primarily
of president judges, sheriffs, court administrators and county executives, are encouraged
to meet regularly to formulate and execute plans to respond to security incidents and
emergency situations that occur in their courts. The 2013 workshop focused on securi-
ty preparations for high risk/high profile trials, lessons learned from recent courthouse
shooting incidents, and mail security and safety procedures.

Judicial Education

The Judicial Education Department was formed in 2005 to provide continuing education
to Pennsylvania’s jurists. The department works closely with various planning com-
mittees to design programs that address new and emerging areas of law and issues of
import and interest to judges.
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Supreme Court, Superior Court and Commonwealth Court

Since 2004 jurists on Pennsylvania’s three appellate court jurists have attended an an-
nual appellate courts conference. The conference addresses the needs specific to jurists
serving appellate duties. In addition to educational programs, members of each court
hold administrative sessions at these conferences.

Common Pleas Courts

During 2013 more than 85 percent of all trial judges in the Commonwealth attended
state-sponsored continuing education programs. Primarily, these programs were held at
conferences of the Pennsylvania Conference of State Trial Judges, which meets twice a
year.

Staff of the Judicial Education Department worked closely with the Education Committee
of the conference to plan, develop and deliver more than 35 hours of continuing judicial
education.

Each three-day conference provided state-of-the-art educational programs and allowed
judges to discuss issues of common interest and concern.

Special Programs

Several special conferences and symposia were held for judges in 2013:

- Juvenile Justice Academy — Forty-six juvenile court judges attended this three-day
course to discuss and develop best practices in managing juvenile courts cases.

- Fall Symposium: Sentencing Workshop — This two-day course was offered in two
locations to allow small group discussions of sentencing practices using Pennsylvania
guidelines. It was modeled after the Villanova Sentencing Workshop (see below).

- National Judicial College (NJC) 50th Anniversary Symposium: Civility in the American
Justice System — Department staff served on the planning committee for NJC's Phila-
delphia symposium.

- Villanova Sentencing Workshop — Each year, select judges join third-year law stu-
dents and criminal justice partners to discuss Pennsylvania sentencing guidelines in
the context of real criminal cases.
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New Product Development

A judicial benchbook on restitution is being developed by the Judicial Education Depart-
ment. The resource will provide judges with a quick reference guide covering restitu-
tion, both as a direct sentence and as a condition of parole for juveniles and for adult
offenders. It is expected to be completed in Fall 2014.

The Special Court Judges” Association, with assistance from both Judicial Education and
the AOPC’s Communications Department have begun filming a series of training videos
for magisterial district judges. The short videos highlight ethical issues for discussion
and proper procedures for conducting a hearing and will be used during minor court
training. The videos should be available sometime in 2014.

Finance

The Finance Department is responsible for managing the budget, accounting and payroll
systems for the Unified Judicial System. It serves as the primary resource for the various
components comprising the UJS regarding financial matters. It fulfills its responsibility
through the following activities:

- developing necessary policies and procedures on accounting and budget issues, and
training staff at all levels in their use

- monitoring and preparing the budget for some 34 UJS line items in the Commonwealth's
annual budget. These line-item appropriations include funding for the Administrative Of-
fice, state-funded courts, most Supreme Court advisory procedural rules committees, juror
cost reimbursements and county court grants.

- managing $376 million in annual appropriations, including $36.9 million in grants to
counties

- participating in the annual financial audit of the UJS
- performing the controller functions for the judiciary
- performing payroll functions for the judiciary

- responding to public access requests for financial and personnel information, and provid-
ing expenditure and salary information to the judiciary’s website in accordance with Rule
of Judicial Administration 509

- assisting in the management of the finances of the First Judicial District/AOPC Procure-
ment Unit, including recommending investment and banking strategy

- monitors and ensures UJS compliance with state and federal employment statutes

- maintains all UJS fringe benefit programs and counsels judiciary personnel regarding
the programs’ provisions and utilization

- administers the UJS employee leave accounting program and the UJS Unemployment

- formulates and administers the personnel policies and procedures that govern the
personnel operations of the UJS

- assists managers in the recruiting, interviewing and hiring of new staff and develops
and administers AOPC hiring procedures

- formulates and administers position classification and pay plans for the UJS
- monitors and administers the UJS performance management system

- develops training curriculum, policies and procedures for judiciary personnel

The Pennsylvania Board of Law Examiners holds the responsibility
for recommending the admission of persons to the bar and thus the
practice of law in Pennsylvania.

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2013 Activities

The board reviewed the subjects tested on the bar exam, assessing the appropriateness
of the subjects. Included in this review were the results of a content validity study per-
formed by the National Conference of Bar Examiners.

The board also reviewed the American Bar Association’s (ABA) Commission on Ethics
20/20 proposals related to bar admission, specifically, the ABA’s model rules for Practice
Pending Admission and Registration of In-House Counsel.

In addition, the board reviewed New York’s Pro Bono Requirement for Bar Admission as
well as the work of a New Jersey working group studying the same issue. It declined to
implement a similar rule for Pennsylvania.

In January the board voted to approve a reciprocal agreement with the state of Wyo-
ming. Under the agreement attorneys who are admitted to the bar in Wyoming will be
permitted to “motion-in” to Pennsylvania without taking the bar examination, provided
that the attorney has actively practiced law for five of the previous seven years.

The Computer-Based Testing Program (CBT) continued to gain in popularity. The pro-
gram allows applicants to use their personal laptops to answer the essay and perfor-
mance test questions during the bar exam. For the July 2013 exam, 89 percent of appli-
cants registered for the CBT.

In November 2013 at the request of the Council of Bar Admission Administrators, BLE
Executive Director Gicine Brignola spoke at the council’s national conference, on the
subject developing instructional videos. To date, BLE board staff have developed a proc-
tor training video, an instructional video on the bar exam check-in process, and a video
on how to use the new grading software program.

Ms. Brignola also served on the National Conference of Bar Examiners’ Technology Com-
mittee.

In 2013 the board continued work for developing technology to enhance communica-
tions with applicants and to permit electronic submission of supplemental materials
related to the character and fitness review of applicants. The board’s lead developer is
working with developers from the Administrative Office of Pennsylvania Courts (AOPC).

The board, in conjunction with AOPC Intergovernmental Relations staff, worked with
Pennsylvania legislators to pass a bill to allow the Board of Law Examiners to require bar
applicants to be fingerprinted for the purpose of criminal history checks by the Pennsyl-
vania State Police and the FBI. The check would be used in an applicant’s character and
fitness investigation. Identical bills passed the Senate and the House of Representatives
in late 2013.
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In late 2012 and early 2013, the board purchased tablet computers with the Windows 8
operating system, for graders to use for scoring the bar exam performance test and essay
answers. Windows 8 provided a platform that allowed the board’s computer program-
mer to devise a touch-based application that simultaneously displays an applicant’s
answer as well as the grading rubric the examiner designed. Using the touch screen,
graders are able to assign points as they read each answer.

2013 Rules Changes

Recommendation 1
Adoption of new rule, Pa. B.A.R. 206: Disqualification of an Applicant

The rule is intended to clearly define conduct that constitutes obvious cheating on
the bar exam and to provide notice that an applicant who is found to have cheated
will be disqualified from that exam and will not have his/her exam papers graded.

Recommendation 2
Amendment to Pa. B.A.R. 205: Admission of Foreign Attorneys and Graduates of

This amendment addresses the requirements for a graduate of a foreign law school
to be eligible to sit for the Pennsylvania bar exam, making the requirements more
flexible for foreign-educated attorneys while still maintaining the necessary quali-
fications. The amendment retains a legal practice, but allows the practice require-
ment to be met by practice in a foreign country or another state. In addition, the
accredited law school credit requirement was reduced.

In 2013 the subcommittee released a supple-
ment to the Pennsylvania Suggested Standard
Civil Jury Instructions, Fourth Edition. This
new supplement introduces a new negligence
sequence in Chapter 13, including three new
verdict forms:

- 13.270: No Comparative Negligence De-
fense Asserted — Single Defendant

- 13.280: No Comparative Negligence De-
fense Asserted — Multiple Defendants

- 13.290: Comparative Negligence Defense
Asserted — Single Defendant

In addition, many of the negligence instruc-
tions and subcommittee notes have been
revised.

The subcommittee continues to incorporate
revisions based on case law developments,
new Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure
and new legislation as well as comments from
lawyers and judges.

It also continues its plain English objective to
make the instructions more understandable to
lay jurors.

The subcommittee is committed to updating
the instructions every 18 to 24 months.

Criminal Instructions

In 2013 the subcommittee continued its mis-
sion of updating the Pennsylvania Suggested
Standard Criminal Jury Instructions, Second
Edition (2005).

This reference contains hundreds of criminal
instructions keyed numerically to the Crimes
Code, with many offering alternative language
depending on the case facts.

Subcommittee members continually monitor
pertinent case law to update the subcom-
mittee notes, which explain the appropriate
instruction application, identify relevant case
law citations and offer practical guidance.

The subcommittee’s ongoing goal is to im-
prove the language of the instructions to
ensure both a proper statement of law is
conveyed and the instructions are accessible
to the jurors applying them. The subcommit-
tee is committed to updating the instructions
every 18 to 24 months.

Since 1979 the Pennsylvania Bar Institute (PBI) has provided both administrative and
publishing support for the committee as well as funding.

The board was joined at its retreat by Supreme Court Justices J. Michael Eakin, Max Baer
and Debra Todd.

The Education Committee also designed the program used at the training session and
refresher course for all Hearing Committee members, held in October 2013 in Hershey.
Justice Eakin spoke on the role the Supreme Court has in the disciplinary process. Mark
F. Flaherty, co-chair of the Pennsylvania Bar Association Lawyers” Assistance Commit-
tee, discussed the role the assistance committee plays in finding sobriety monitors for
attorneys placed on substance abuse probation, the difference between the roles of the
committee and Lawyers Concerned for Lawyers, and the part alcoholism plays in the
disciplinary system.

Workshops were held to provide new members with information on the disciplinary sys-
tem and the roll of hearing committees. Senior and experienced members offered tips on
chairing hearing committees, presiding at hearings on subpoena issues and conducting
prehearing conferences. Guest speaker Ellen C. Brotman, Esq. brought perspective from
respondents’ counsel.

The program was attended by 41 Hearing Committee members and board members.
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Hearing Committee

Hearing Committee members are ranked based on their experience. Senior members

are those who have served either as a member of the Disciplinary Board or a three-

year term on a hearing committee that has conducted at least two hearings into formal
charges of misconduct. Experienced members are those who have completed at least
one full year of service and who have conducted at least one hearing into formal charges
of misconduct. New members are those who are either still in their first year of service
or have not yet had a full hearing.

A committee must be composed of at least one senior member and one senior or expe-
rienced member. A senior member chairs the committee. Only a senior or experienced
member may conduct the mandatory prehearing conference.

As of December 31, 2013, 52 senior members, 57 experienced members and 41 new
members were serving on a pro bono basis to conduct hearings.

Miscellaneous

The Communications Committee worked with the board’s communications firm to up-
date and distribute the Disciplinary Board informational brochure, both in English and in
Spanish. Copies of the brochure were sent to more than 1400 organizations in Pennsyl-
vania.

In 2013 the board approved an upgrade to its case management system software, which
was 20 to 25 years old, as well as new scanners for the chief counsel’s office and each
of the district offices.

The board also approved the purchase of a document management system for the Office
of Disciplinary Counsel. Upon extensive research, including visits to attorney discipline
offices in Illinois and Colorado, the board chose a custom software solution. Custom soft-
ware enables the board to design a system that specifically meets the needs of the board
and Office of Disciplinary Counsel staff. The software is expected to be up and running
by the end of 2014.

In accordance with the amendments to Rule 219(f) that took effect July 1, 2013, the Fi-
nance & Pension Committee recommended and the board approved the assessment of a
$150.00 late fee for any attorney who had not completed annual registration by July 31
and another $150.00 fee for any attorney who had not completed registration by August
3L

The 2013-14 fiscal year saw 32 percent of attorneys completing their registrations
online, a slight increase from the prior year. Improvements were made to the online reg-
istration system and more improvements are planned for fiscal year 2014-15. Efforts will
be made in 2014 to encourage more law firms to use the online payment option.

In February 2013, board members R. Burke McLemore Jr. and Douglas W. Leonard, board
secretary Elaine Bixler and assistant secretary Marcee Sloan attended the Tenth Annual
Meeting of the National Council of Lawyer Disciplinary Boards in Dallas, Texas.

About the Board

The Interest on Lawyers Trust Account (IOLTA) program was first
established in 1988 as a voluntary means to raise money to provide
civil legal services to the poor and disadvantaged of Pennsylvania.
With the issue of Supreme Court Order 252, Disciplinary Docket No.
3 on July 17, 1996, this program became mandatory. It is the job of
the IOLTA Board to administer the IOLTA and other programs au-
thorized by the Supreme Court, collecting and managing the funds
received and awarding grants to nonprofit organizations, law school
clinical and internship programs, and pro bono programs.

The IOLTA Board is comprised of nine members appointed by the
Supreme Court. Members serve terms of three years and may serve
maximums of two consecutive terms.

Access to Justice Act

The Access to Justice Act (AJA), part of Act 122 of 2002, provides for a $10 surcharge to
be placed on all civil filings, the recordings of deeds and mortgages and their related
filings and on criminal filings where a conviction or guilty plea is obtained. A percent-
age of this surcharge is placed into the Access to Justice Account for the IOLTA Board to
provide grants to civil legal services provided by nonprofit legal aid organizations.

Act 49 of 2009 provides a supplemental filing fee of $1 on the same courthouse filings as
Act 122, excluding traffic citations.

Act 122 is scheduled to sunset on November 1, 2017, and Act 49 is scheduled to sunset
on December 31, 2014.

Homeowner Assistance Settlement Act (HASA)

On June 22, 2012, Governor Tom Corbett signed into law Act 70 of 2012, the Homeown-
er Assistance Settlement Act (HASA). This law was brought about by the settlement
agreement between Pennsylvania’s attorney general and the nation’s leading mortgage
serving companies, over “robo-signing” and other foreclosure and mortgage-servicing
abuses. The act allocates to the Access to Justice Account $600,000 for fiscal year end-
ed June 30, 2014, and for each of the next three years for civil legal assistance related to
housing issues.

Loan Repayment Assistance Program

The Loan Repayment Assistance Program (LRAP) was begun by the Supreme Court in
2010 as a means of helping IOLTA-funded legal services organizations recruit and retain
the best and brightest attorneys to serve the civil legal needs of poor Pennsylvanians. It
provides student loan forgiveness to attorneys employed by agencies that help people
who cannot afford legal representation.

The program is administered by the IOLTA Board and the Pennsylvania Bar Foundation, a
charitable affiliate of the Pennsylvania Bar Association. Begun with an initial three-year,
$1,074,430 grant from the IOLTA Board to the foundation, it is funded by pro hac vice ad-
mission fees paid by out-of-state attorneys. The original grant ended on December 31,
2013. A new three-year grant in the amount of $1,050,858 will take effect on January 1,
2014.
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Class Action Residuals

In May 2012 the Supreme Court amended the Pennsylvania Rules of Civil Procedure to
provide for the dispensation of funds left over from class action lawsuits. The new rules
provide that not less than 50 percent of the funds remaining after plaintiffs, attorney
fees and expenses have been paid will be allocated to the IOLTA Board to help fund civil
legal aid.

The rule took effect July 1, 2012. Class action disbursements received during fiscal year
ended June 30, 2014, totaled $2,282,191.

About the Board

Article V, §12 of the Pennsylvania Constitution requires that magis-
terial district judges (MDJs) and judges of the Philadelphia Traffic
Court either be members of the bar of the Supreme Court or, before
taking office, complete a course and pass an examination in the

duties of their respective offices. It is the responsibility of the Minor

Judiciary Education Board (MJEB) to instruct and certify individuals
wishing to become magisterial district judges, Philadelphia Traffic
Court judges or Philadelphia arraignment court magistrates. The
board approves the curriculum, appoints and evaluates instructors,
establishes course content, reviews all tests and issues certificates
to successful program participants.

In addition, the board conducts one-week continuing education
classes for magisterial district judges, Philadelphia Traffic Court
judges, Philadelphia arraignment court magistrates and for those
individuals who wish to maintain a current certification in one or
more of these areas. It also conducts a one-week practicum, or ori-
entation course, for newly elected or appointed magisterial district
judges.

The board has seven members, who are appointed by the Supreme
Court to three-year terms. Each may serve a maximum of two full
terms.

The Pennsylvania Lawyers Fund for Client Security was established
by the Pennsylvania Supreme Court in 1982 as a means of helping
clients recover some or all losses of money and/or property stolen
from them by their attorneys. It is funded by a special annual as-
sessment ($35 for 2013-14) paid by any attorney admitted to prac-
tice law in Pennsylvania. Clients may receive up to $100,000 for a
claim.

The fund is supervised by the Pennsylvania Lawyers Fund for Client
Security Board. This board includes five members of the bar of the
Supreme Court and two non-lawyer public members. Each mem-
ber’s term is three years in length, and a member may serve a
maximum of two consecutive terms.

Claims Categories

Fiduciary Funds - Theft of estate funds and trust/escrow funds consistently tops the list
of claims filed against attorneys. During FY 2013-14 the fund awarded $1,814,094 in
this category, 76.48 percent of its total award dollars, settling 41 claims. Approximately
47.19 percent of these funds went to former clients of one attorney. The 49 claims noted
in Table 4.7.1 are all trust-related claims.

Lawsuit Settlement Proceeds - Claims of misappropriation of settlement proceeds

often occur when an attorney settles a lawsuit without the knowledge or consent of the
client. The attorney receives the funds and fails to remit them to the client. Also includ-
ed in this category are claims involving attorneys who withhold funds from settlement
proceeds to pay clients’ medical providers and fail to make the payment/s. Claims of
$333,168 were paid in FY 2013-14. Of this, $254,451 were paid as a result of one attor-
ney'’s actions.

Fraud - Fraud claims occur when an attorney requests a loan from a client or agrees

to hold and invest settlement funds on behalf of the client, then converts the funds for
personal use. The types of claims that typically fall into this category are those where a
longstanding attorney/client relationship has existed. They tend to be the most difficult
to evaluate. Claimants received $114,660 in FY 2013-14. Of this amount, $32,968 were
paid to former clients of one attorney who handled patent matters before the U.S. Patent
and Trademark Office despite never having been licensed as a patent attorney.
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Nonperformance* - The acceptance of unearned fees or retainers represented the third
largest category in which funds were awarded in FY 2013-14, with claimants receiving
$110,080.

*Since the fund does not arbitrate fee disputes, for an award to be considered when the attorney performed
any services of value, the claimant typically must first file a complaint with the local bar association’s fee
dispute committee. If the committee determines that all or a portion of the fees or retainer paid were not
earned, and the attorney does not return the fee, the board will consider this type of claim and categorize
the award as nonperformance by the attorney.

Notwithstanding the award amounts reported, it should be noted that claims are filed
against fewer than one percent of all Pennsylvania licensed attorneys.

2013-14 Activities

County Bench, Bar Meetings

The board met in Hershey, Philadelphia and Pittsburgh in FY 2013-14.

As part of its ongoing mission to educate the legal community and Pennsylvania’s citi-
zens about the fund, the board holds informational dinners on the eves of its triannual
meetings. Invitations are extended to the judiciary, bar leaders and prominent local
citizens from the respective counties where the board meets as well as from the sur-
rounding counties.

Restitution and Subrogation Efforts

All fund claimants are required to execute a subrogation agreement prior to the receipt of
any award. This agreement assigns the fund the right to collect the award amount. The
fund may receive restitution through civil collection efforts or through criminal restitution
payments. During FY 2013-14, the fund recovered $171,933 through restitution pay-
ments.

Mandatory Overdraft Notification

Pennsylvania Rule of Disciplinary Enforcement 221 requires financial institutions to
report to the fund all checks drawn on attorney fiduciary accounts which contain insuf-
ficient funds. In 2013-14 the fund received 267 overdraft notices. Fifteen notices were
pending. Of the 282 notices, 230 were reviewed and dismissed, and 31 were referred
to the Office of Disciplinary Counsel. Five notices were sent to other states for appropri-
ate review. Sixteen notices remained pending at the end of the fiscal year.
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Lawyers Concerned for Lawyers

With prior approval of the Supreme Court, the Pennsylvania Lawyers Fund for Client
Security may provide funding to nonprofit organizations that assist Pennsylvania lawyers
and judges who are impaired by alcohol or drugs. In accordance with this rule, during
FY 2013-14 $328,745 of funding was given to the organization known as Lawyers
Concerned for Lawyers. Such assistance complements the fund’s mission to ameliorate
losses resulting from attorney dishonesty as oftentimes when an attorney converts client
funds, the conduct is related to substance abuse or a gambling addiction. The financial
support for Lawyers Concerned for Lawyers helps to mitigate the losses by providing a
resource for impaired attorneys.

Funding for the Unified Judicial System derives from both state and Year
county appropriations. The federal government provides limited

funding for specific programs of federal interest, notably the on- 2013-14

going Court Improvement Program. The state pays the salaries for
all judicial officers as well as the personnel and operating costs of
the entire appellate court system, including the committees of the
Supreme Court and the Administrative Office of Pennsylvania Courts.
Beginning January 1, 2000, in accordance with Act 12 of 1999, the
Commonwealth also funds the salaries and benefits for district court
administrators transferred to state service effective that date. Table
5.2 on page 88 provides a breakdown of the state appropriations
for FY 2013-14.

In FY 2013-14, the judiciary saved more than $11.6 million through
a variety of measures, including not making appointments — at the
request of the chief justice — to fill judge vacancies, a reduction of
18 magisterial district judge offices to date, and contributions to-
ward health care costs to name just a few.

County Reimbursement Program

The Commonwealth also provides reimbursement to the counties for
costs incurred in support of the Common Pleas Courts. Counties are
reimbursed for a percentage of juror costs incurred when a trial or
grand jury proceeding lasts longer than three days.

In addition, counties have traditionally been reimbursed for person-
nel and operating costs associated with the administration of the
Courts of Common Pleas. Reimbursement is based on a statutory
rate of $70,000 for each authorized Common Pleas judge position,

which, in the case of insufficient funding, must be reduced in order to adjust to the ap-
propriated amount.

The General Assembly also requires that counties spend an amount at least equal to the
flat reimbursement rate per judge. Funding provided in FY 2013-14 allowed payment of
the grant at the rate of $68,686.

Counties also receive partial reimbursement for expenses they incur to provide support
— facilities and staff services — to assigned Common Pleas senior judges in accordance
with Pennsylvania Rule of Judicial Administration (R.J.A.) 701(F). Act 88 of 2001 served
as the initial enabling legislation for the Senior Judge Support Reimbursement Grant
and was succeeded by Act 37 of 2007. This grant has been provided each year since its
inception in FY 2001-02.

Table 5.3 on page 91 identifies the amounts of reimbursement provided to each county,
by grant program, for FY 2013-14.

Local, State Government Revenue

The Unified Judicial System is a source of considerable revenue to local and state gov-
ernment. An example of this revenue can be found in Table 5.4 on page 94, which
lists fees collected by the appellate courts, the Minor Judiciary Education Board and the
Pennsylvania Board of Law Examiners. Appropriated by the General Assembly, these
fees are used to support state-funded court operations.

Included in the table are revenues from a fee created during FY 2009-10 to supple-
ment and help close shortfalls in state funding. Act 49 of 2009 imposed a temporary,
25-month surcharge beginning December 8, 2009; Act 30 of 2011 extended the fee
through December 31, 2014. Of the total $13.50 surcharge imposed on court filings and
recordings of deeds, $10.25 was provided to the Supreme Court to supplement judiciary
state appropriations. The surcharge generated $24.097 million in FY 2013-14.

Although exact figures are not available, the court system raises millions of dollars in
revenue for local municipalities. Depending on the police department (local or state)
from which a citation is issued, a portion of fines collected is disbursed to local political
subdivisions after adjudication within the Unified Judicial System. Some examples of
these fines include traffic violations under the vehicle code, violations of local ordinances
and certain violations of summary offenses.

Counties also receive court-collected fines, fees and costs. Fees are generated in con-
nection with the commencement of actions or the filing of liens, appeals and accounts,
etc. On an annual basis, the collections amount to tens of millions of dollars. The mon-
ies are collected by courts at all levels of the system.

Finally, a portion of the revenues collected by the courts is earmarked for the state.

Some of these funds are program specific, e.g., Pennsylvania’s Emergency Medical Fund

and the Crime Victims” Compensation Board. Others are used, through Act 64 of 1987
and Act 59 of 1990, as amended by Act 122 of 2002, to provide funding for the state-

wide Judicial Computer System. Still other monies collected, such as motor vehicle fines,

revert to state general use.

Judicial Conduct Board/Court of Judicial Discipline

As part of the reform of the judicial discipline process, the Judicial Conduct Board and

the Court of Judicial Discipline were established as independent organizations responsi-
ble for their own affairs, including financial matters. Pursuant to Act 56 of 1993, howev-
er, their annual budget requests are made as separate line items in the Supreme Court’s

request to the General Assembly on behalf of the judicial branch.

$929,000 appropriation for the Traffic Court was transferred to the
Municipal Court.

FUNDING METHODOLOGIES:

Juror Cost - The grant reimburses counties for &0 percent of the amounts they expend for
compensation and travel allowances to jurors participating in a trial or grand jury proceedings
after the first three days of service.

County Court - The grant provides reimbursement for costs associated with the administra-
tion and operation of the Courts of Common Fleas. For FY 2015-14 the reimbursement was
paid at a rate of $68,686 per authorized Common Fleas position, whether filled or vacant,
which represents the proportional reduction made to each county’s grant as required by Act
37 of 2007 in order to adjust to insufficient funding to pay at the statutory $70,000 reim-
bursement rate. In order for counties to receive the full reimbursement, they must provide a
level of support at least equal to the reimbursement paid per authorized position. Neverthe-
less, except when required by Act 37 in the case of insufficient funding, no county will receive
less than 77.5 percent of the actual reimbursement for court costs provided to it from state
funds appropriated for the fiscal year July 1, 1980, to June 20, 1981.

Senior Judge - The grant provides partial reimbureement for expenses counties incur to pro-
vide support - facilities and staff services - to assigned Common Fleas Court senior judges

in accordance with Rule of Judicial Administration 701. Facilities include the use of judicial
chambers, office equipment and supplies. Staff services include the services of law clerks and
secretaries. The use of facilities is reimbursed at the current statutory rate of $60 per day,
billable in half-day increments. Services of a secretary are reimbursed at $12 per hour and the
eervices of a law clerk at $20 per hour.

The statutory authorization for this grant, Act 37 of 2007, imposes two caps on county
reimbursements. The first limits each county’s payment to 20 percent of the total amount
appropriated. This cap affected only Philadelphia’s payment in FY 2013-14. The second cap
limits the total county reimbursements to the amount appropriated. For calendar year 2013,
the total reimbursement qualifying for payment totaled $1,661,763, which exceeded the appro-
priation amount of $1,375,000 by $286,763. Accordingly, the grant payment to each county
was proportionally reduced by 17.2566 percent, (i.e., each county received 82.7434 percent of
its qualified reimbursement) so that the total of all grants did not exceed the appropriation.
