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COMMONWEALTH'S APPLICATION TO QUASH INTERLOCUTORY APPEAL 

AND NOW, comes Linda L. Kelly, Attorney General of the Commonwealth of 

Pennsylvania, by James P. Barker, Chief Deputy Attorney General, who files this 

Commonwealth's Application to Quash Interlocutory Appeal, and in support thereof 

avers as follows: 

1. This is an appeal by Karl E. Rominger, Esquire, co-counsel for Defendant 

Gerald A. Sandusky in a case docketed in the Court of Common Pleas of Centre 

County at Nos. CP-14-CR-2421-2011 and CP-14-CR-2422-2011. 

2. Attorney Rominger appeals from an Order dated June 26, 2012, by the 

Honorable John M. Cleland, Senior Judge specially presiding, directing the defense 

attorneys involved in the case to certify under oath the identities of the persons to whom 

counsel provided discovery materials, as said materials were the subject of a protective 



order; any analogous order applicable to the attorneys for the Commonwealth would be 

issued by the Honorable Barry F. Feudale, Supervising Judge of the Thirty-Third 

Statewide Investigating Grand Jury. See Notes of Testimony of Proceeding of June 26, 

2012 (Exhibit A appended hereto) at 15-16, 23-24, 25, 29, 33; Order of Court dated 

June 26, 2012 (Exhibit B appended hereto), at 2 n.1. 

3. On June 22, 2012, a jury found Sandusky guilty of charges relating to his 

sexual abuse of multiple minors, and sentencing has been deferred pending a 

presentence investigation. 

4. On June 26, 2012, after protected material was provided to the media by 

an unnamed person or unnamed persons, Exhibit A at 4-5, with the agreement of all 

counsel, Exhibit A at 25-26, 29, Judge Cleland issued the Order in question. 

5. Compliance with the June 26, 2012, Order was required within ten days of 

the Order, or by July 5, 2012; Judge Cleland later extended the date to July 14, 2012. 

6. Instead, on July 12, 2012, Attorney Rominger filed his notice of appeal 

along with a Concise Statement of Matters Complained of on Appeal (Exhibit C 

appended hereto).1 

7. Because sentence has not been imposed, the Order from which Attorney 

Rominger appeals is interlocutory, a type of order that is generally, though with 

exceptions, not appealable. 

1 Attorney Rominger served copies of his notice of appeal on the Commonwealth and 

Judge Cleland but failed to serve the District Court Administrator and the Court Reporter 

as required by Pa.R.A.P. 906(a)(3), (4). 

On August 1, 2012, Judge Cleland struck the Concise Statement from the trial 

court record. The document is appended hereto only as support for the 
, 

Commonwealth's belief that Attorney Rominger intends to argue that this Court has 

jurisdiction because the appeal is collateral based on the assertion of a privilege. 
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8. Attorney Rominger has neither sought nor obtained permission to file an 

interlocutory appeal pursuant to Pa.R.A.P. 1311(b), 42 Pa.C.S. § 702(b). 

9. The notice of appeal indicates, "This is a collateral appeal" 

10. A party may pursue an interlocutory appeal from an order overruling or 

denying a claim a privilege under the collateral order doctrine. Commonwealth v. 

Harris , 32 A.3d 243, 248-251 (Pa. 2011). 

11. In his Concise Statement of Matters Complained of on Appeal, Attorney 

Rom inger states: 

The Court erred in ordering counsel to divulge information which is 

essentially work product insomuch as revealing who counsel has shared 

discovery materials with and who counsel has sought the help of creates a 

situation where counsel is forced to divulge counsel's thought processes and/or 

strategies insomuch as they may be gleaned by the court or any opposing party 

or counsel who reviews them. The net effect of the Court's Order is to invade 

the province of attorney work product. 

Exhibit A at 1 ¶12 (emphasis added). 

12. Attorney Rominger's remaining claims of error are not independently 

reviewable on interlocutory appeal, such that the appeal is premature if the Order is not 

deemed collateral. 

13. While our Supreme Court has held that the denial of a claim of privilege is 

immediately appealable under the collateral order doctrine, see Hanis, it has not 

recognized as collateral an order denying a claim of what is "essentially" a privilege or 

has the "net effect" of "invad[ingi the province" of a privilege. 

14. Disclosure of the names of persons to whom protected discovery 

materials was given does not fall within the work product doctrine, as the strategies and 

thought processes of counsel are not set forth within the names. 



15. The fact that another person may infer counsel's strategy or thought 

process from a piece of information does not render the information work product; 

otherwise, nearly everything an attorney does would be privileged. See generally In re: 

Estate of Wood, 818 A.2d 568, 572-573 (Pa. Super. 2003) (information on which 

attorney might base analysis, in the form of "the identities of the physicians or other 

persons with relevant information, the dates of the interviews and the reports provided," 

were not protected by work product doctrine embodied in Rules of Civil Procedure). 

16. As just one example, every motion a lawyer files reveals something of the 

lawyer's strategy or thought process and therefore, according to Attorney Rominger's 

theory, would be privileged, a plainly absurd result. 

17. •The record does not reflect an assertion by defense counsel of a claim of 

privilege relating to the Order of Court dated June 26, 2012. See Docket of Nos. CP-

14-CR-2421-2011 and CP-14-CR-2422-2011 (Exhibits D and E, respectively, appended 

hereto); Exhibit A at 25-26, 29 (Attorney Rominger had no objection to entry of "broad 

protective order").2 

18. Even if the work-product privilege applied, work product is the property of 

the client and not the attorney. See Chronister v. Corporate Life Insurance Co., 163 Pa. 

Commw. 36, 44-47, 641 A.2d 1, 5-6 (1994) (Pennsylvania does not recognize common 

law work-product doctrine and so doctrine must be embodied in a statute or rule; under 

Pa. R. Prof. Conduct 1.15(b), work product is the property of the client as part of the 

goods and services for which the client has paid; also collecting cases), modified, 165 

2 Attorney Rominger also never submitted the requested information for in camera 

review. 



Pa. Comrnw. 72, 646 A.2d 1 (1994) (relating to attorney-client privilege for corporate 

officers in their individual capacities). 

19. Attorney Rominger has brought this appeal in his own name but has no 

standing to assert the privilege on his own behalf or to appeal the purported violation of 

the privilege on his own behalf. 

WHEREFORE, the Commonwealth respectfully requests that the Court enter an 

Order granting this Commonwealth's Application to Quash Interlocutory Appeal and 

quashing this appeal.
