ORDER

AND NOW this 19t day of November, 2020, upon Respondent
having resigned his judicial office, agreed not to seek or accept judicial
office in the future, waived his right to a trial and sanction hearing, and
given that Respondent has stipulated to the factual allegations of the
Board Complaint, which stipulations are adopted as our findings of fact
in the above-captioned matter, we decide as follows:

In view of the stipulated acts of misconduct described in the
Board Complaint, which are clear violations of Count 1 mandating
integrity and impartiality by a judge at all times, we ORDER as
sanctions that Respondent's pay withheld by our Order of August 26,
2020, and continuing until the date of his resignation on November 17,
2020, be permanently withheld and that Respondent’s resignation and

pledge not to ever serve as a judge again are binding and irrevocable.
