SUPREME COURT

The docket for petitions seeking discretionary review of decisions by the
intermediate appellate courts (i.e. the Commonwealth Court in its appellate
capacity or Superior Court).

A petition filed on an open docket seeking relief apart from the requested
relief on the merits (e.g., a petition for an extension of time to file a response).

A case wherein a capital sentence has been imposed by a court of common
pleas.

An appeal directly to the Supreme Court from the trial court that is authorized
by the constitution or statute.

A matter that involves attorney disciplinary cases as prosecuted by the Office
of Disciplinary Counsel.

A discretionary review undertaken by the Supreme Court of a matter pending
in a lower tribunal. Such review can be by way of petition or by the Court’s
own initiative.

The Court’s disposition of a case containing a written explanation of its
rationale.

An appeal which seeks to invoke the Court’s discretionary jurisdiction to
appeal.

Translate as “By the Court” and refers to an action of the whole court as
opposed to an opinion or order by an individual Justice or Justices.

Petitions filed seeking review of a government agency or lower court. They
are filed under Rule 123 or under Chapter 15 of the Pennsylvania Rules of
Appellate Procedure.

Refers to the Rule of Disciplinary Enforcement 213 governing the Supreme
Court’s enforcement of a subpoena in a disciplinary proceeding.

One justice, typically the Chief Justice, enters an order or will direct that an
order be issued for certain types of cases such as changes of venue.

The Court’s disposition of a case without seeking brief or argument; occurs
when the right of the applicant is clear and the Court’s decision needs little or
no explanation.

The limited jurisdiction described in the Judicial Code at42 Pa.C.S. § 721,
which includes habeas corpus, action in mandamus and prohibition directed
to courts of inferior jurisdiction, and actions in quo warranto.

Jury Trial: A disposition category for cases adjudicated following the verdict
of a jury.

Non-Jury Trial: A disposition category for cases adjudicated by the verdict of
a judge.

Other: Includes cases that were processed with any disposition that is not
counted in any other category. These can include specific dispositions such
as Defendant Deceased or Case Transferred, but also cases that are
Uncategorized, i.e. there is a change in status from Active to Adjudicated or
Closed but there is no associated final disposition recorded on the case.

Statutory Appeal: Other - a residual case type category of civil appeals; the
challenge to an action specifically provided for by statute.

Other - a residual case type category for civil appeals that cannot be counted
in the listed categories.

Civil cases involving a dispute over an express or implied agreement between
two or more parties:

Buyer Plaintiff - cases where a plaintiff/buyer of goods or services brings suit
against a defendant/seller of goods or services for failure to either deliver the
goods or services or to honor a warranty as promised in an express or implied
agreement.

Debt Collection: Credit Card - cases where the plaintiff brings suit against a
defendant for failure to pay for the goods or services as promised in either an
express or implied credit card agreement/contract.

Debt Collection: Other - a residual case type category for debt collection that
cannot be counted as an attempt to collect a credit card debt.

Employment Dispute: Discrimination - cases in which the plaintiffemployee
alleges that the defendant/employer denied hiring, salary increases, or other
forms of advancement based on the employee’s race, gender, national origin,
or sexual orientation.

Employment Dispute: Other - cases involving allegations other than
discrimination, for instance wrongful termination.

Other - a residual case type category for contract cases that cannot be
counted in the listed categories, for instance fraud, bad faith.

The number of cases which have been filed in the prothonotary’s office and
are intended to be litigated.

A civil action case that involves numerous plaintiffs suing one or several
defendants for an action arising from negligence on the part of the defendant/
defendants.

Other - a residual case type category for mass tort cases that cannot be
counted in the listed categories.

Civil cases that cannot be counted in the case type categories listed:
Common Law/Statutory Arbitration:

Common Law Arbitration - elements of the arbitration process that are
governed by common law.

Statutory Arbitration - elements of the arbitration process that are
dictated by statute.

Declaratory Judgment - cases in which the plaintiff is seeking a decision
from the court deciding the legal rights, duties or status of the parties.

Mandamus - cases in which the plaintiff seeks to force an official to perform
an act he/she is legally required to do. The purpose is only to enforce rights
already established.

Non-Domestic Relations Restraining Order - cases in which a petition for a
restraining order is not the result of a domestic altercation. Cases reported in
this category include petitions filed under the Protection from Sexual Violence
& Intimidation Act (42 Pa.C.S. §62A).

Other - a residual case type category for miscellaneous cases that cannot be
counted in the listed categories.

Quo Warranto - cases in which the plaintiff seeks to challenge an individual’'s
right to hold a public or corporate office.

Replevin - cases in which the plaintiff seeks to recover goods or other
property from a defendant who has wrongfully taken or retained them.

Malpractice tort cases in which the defendant is alleged to have failed to
provide reasonable professional care, attention, or skill to their patient/client
thereby causing physical and/or financial harm:

Dental - cases that allege misconduct or negligence by a person in the dental
profession acting in their professional capacity.

Legal - cases that allege misconduct or negligence by a person in the legal
profession acting in their professional capacity.

Medical - cases that allege misconduct or negligence by a person in the
medical profession acting in their professional capacity.

Other Professional - malpractice cases that allege misconduct or negligence

by a person other than those previously specified such as accountants and
architects.

Civil cases involving disputes over the ownership, use, boundaries, or value
of real property. Real property is land and the things attached to it:

Ejectment - cases where the plaintiff brings suit in order to recover
possession of land.

Eminent Domain - cases where property is taken by the government and the
property owner files suit to halt the action.

Ground Rent - cases is which the plaintiff/landlord seeks to recover rent paid
for the use of land.

Landlord/Tenant Dispute - cases where the plaintiff alleges a breach of the
lease agreement between a landlord and a tenant, such as eviction.

Mortgage Foreclosure: Residential/Commercial - cases in which a
mortgage holder such as a bank or finance company brings suit to take
possession of and sell the mortgaged property to satisfy a debt.

Other - a residual case type category for real property cases that cannot be
counted in the listed categories, such as alleged violations of housing code,
mobile park evictions.

Partition - cases where the plaintiff brings suit in order to obtain a court
ordered division of jointly owned real property.

Quiet Title - cases in which the plaintiff sues to have the court resolve
conflicts over real property.

Cases previously deemed “inactive” that are being brought back into the
pending inventory.

A civil wrong arising from an act or failure to act, independent of a contract, for
which an action for personal injury or property damages may be brought:

Intentional - cases in which injury to property or person is alleged to have
been willfully done.

Malicious Prosecution - intentionally initiating a legal action that is brought
without probable cause.

Motor Vehicle - cases involving personal injury, property damage, or wrongful
death resulting from alleged negligence while operating a motor vehicle.

PACSES NOTE

Support data for each judicial district are supplied to the Administrative Office from the Department
of Public Welfare’s automated system “Pennsylvania Child Support Enforcement System” (PACSES). The
Non-Judicial Officer disposition category is divided into two subcategories - Conference/Intake Officer and
Hearing Officer - to better reflect the different procedures by which support cases may be disposed.

Pa.R.C.P.1910.10 requires counties to choose one of two procedures for hearing support matters.
The president judge or the administrative judge of the family division of each county must certify to the
Domestic Relations Procedural Rules Committee that support proceedings are conducted in accordance
with Rule 1910.11 or Rule 1910.12.

In counties operating under Pa.R.C.P.1910.11, a conference is held before a conference/intake
officer, an interim order is then entered, and if one or both of the parties are dissatisfied, a hearing de novo
is held before a judge. Counties operating under Pa.R.C.P.1910.11 do not utilize hearing officers; hearing
officers are attorneys appointed by the court.

The procedures set forth in Pa.R.C.P.1910.12 provide for a conference before a conferencel/intake
officer and an interim order. If one or both parties are not satisfied with the interim order, a de novo hearing
on the record is held before a hearing officer. The hearing officer then issues a report with recommendations,
to which the parties may file exceptions with a judge.

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JUVENILE DEPENDENCY

ABUSE/NEGLECT & STATUS OFFENSE

... a classification of juvenile cases which involves the absence of the proper parental care or
supervision necessary for the physical, mental, emotional, or moral health of an individual under 18

years of age.

Abuse/Neglect- alleges non-accidental physical or mental injuries to a child. Abuse/Neglect cases include
allegations of sexual abuse or exploitation, abandonment, insufficient food, housing, medical care,

shelter or supervision which endangers the child’s life or development, parent’s inability to care for a child due
to his or her own mental health, etc.

Status Offense - addresses acts or conduct which are recognized to be offenses, but only when committed
or engaged in by juveniles and which can be adjudicated only by a juvenile court. Examples of status
offenses are curfew violations, incorrigibility, juveniles alleged to be runaways, truancy, uncontrollable

behavior, etc.

Court supervision of Adjudicated Dependent Cases is terminated when
the child achieves permanency. Permanency outcomes include the following:

Family Reunification - the child is returned to the parent(s). Includes the

This disposition type refers to the number of cases not processed by a judge
or non-judicial officer. Included are all cases which have been transferred to
another jurisdiction, cases in which the manner of adjudication was not
recorded, and those cases terminated due to administrative actions and data
corrections.

The pending adjudication inventory includes petitions for dependency that are
awaiting adjudication. This inventory of cases is counted separately from
adjudicated cases.

Typical exemption criteria include previous jury service, occupational status
such as public office holders, judicial officers, licensed attorneys, health care
professionals or corrections officers, sole caregivers of dependent children or
adults, etc. An exemption differs from an excusal in that the exemption is a
statutory right of the juror to claim whereas the court retains the sole
discretion to excuse a juror from service.

The Percentage of Jurors Qualified and Available for Service is calculated by
dividing Qualification/Summonses Mailed by Qualified Jurors Available for
Service and multiplying by 100.
